LIVE AUCTION    Richard Schmid planned to retire from active participation in the auction after last 
year's gala 15th anniversary, but was so moved by the outpouring of support from a grateful community 
that he changed his mind. Schmid will not only jury the auction, but will continue to create at least one 
featured painting.  
  
SILENT AUCTION & WALL SALE    Bidders in the 2010 Silent Auction took home original artwork 
for as little as $300. Opening silent auction bids will be set at $500 or less, to help make fine art more 
affordable to all.
